Chairman Warren Judge called the March 19, 2012 meeting of the Dare County Board of Commissioners to order at 
9:05 a.m.  He invited the Rev. Robert Pitsch, United Methodist Retired, to share a prayer.  Afterward, a group of 
Girl Scouts, including Thalia AguirreGomez, Tatiana Torres, Kelsey Wright, and their Scout Leader, Christina 
Aguirre, led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.    
 
Chairman Judge recognized and welcomed back Commissioner Richard Johnson.  Mr. Judge also acknowledged 
Sheriff Doug Doughtie, Clarence Skinner, and former Kill Devil Hills Town Commissioner, Bill Pitt. 
 
The Chairman called for a motion to amend the agenda to remove Item #5 (Citizens Guide – League of Women 
Voters) and Item #15 (Outer Banks National Scenic Byway Committee for Dare County – Authorization for 
Contract Negotiation for Professional Services). 
MOTION 
Vice-Chairman Burrus motioned to remove Item #5 and Item #15 from the agenda. 
Commissioner Shea and Commissioner Dutton seconded the motion.

ITEM 1 – PRESENTATION OF COUNTY SERVICE PINS

ITEM 2 – EMPLOYEE OF THE MONTH – MARCH 2011 
Eric Cleaver, Parks and Recreation, received the Employee of the Month certificate for March 2012 from Tim White 
who described Mr. Cleaver as a true professional who works well with people of all ages and does whatever it takes 
to get the job done.  Mr. Cleaver expressed his gratitude and thanked his co-workers and a wonderful community of 
volunteers. 
 
ITEM 3 – PUBLIC COMMENTS 
The County Manager outlined the procedure for making public comments.  Afterward four (4) people made public 
comments including – Ted Hemilright, Dr. Bob Green, Eugene Smith, and Michelle Perrot. 
 
Ted Hemilright – expressed concerns about the First South Bank Mining Permit for East Lake.  He also presented a 
petition with 64 signatures stating that mining and digging is not in the best interest of the public health, welfare and 
safety.  He added that this will cause eminent peril to life, undue hardships, decrease property values, and incur 
additional expenses for local property owners.  Mr. Hemilright said with East Lake being situated in a low-lying 
area, the digging and pumping associated with a pit will flood adjacent property owners.  He stated that the 
restrictions outlined in the permit will not prevent hardships and distress and that the community, by unanimous 
decision, does not want another mining permit operation in East Lake. 
 
Dr. Bob Green – spoke on behalf of the Beach Food Pantry.  He said the group is a 100% volunteer operated 
community organization and relies on donations and grant funding.  He reported that in 2011, the Pantry provided 
up to two weeks of emergency food for a total of 1,267 families, which accounted for 3,517 individuals.  He said 
they have responded to an important and continuing need in Dare County as unemployment reached unprecedented 
levels.  Dr. Green reported that the Pantry moved in 2009 from donated space to a storefront incurring a $12,000 
yearly expense, for which they have pursued funding from numerous sources.  He asked the Board to consider the 
unique needs, mission, and track record of the Beach Food Pantry when future funding decisions are made. 
 
Eugene Smith – said he wanted to give information about borrow pits in East Lake before the Board makes a 
decision about it.  He reported that borrow pits have created a lot of problems for his father and he is worried about 
well water and drainage.  He also expressed concern about the noise associated with borrow pits and said the pumps 
can be heard running all night long in addition to truck noise.  He added that the dust problems associated with 



borrow pits are terrible and often prevent people from even being able to hang out wash to dry.  Mr. Smith urged the 
Board of Commissioners not to go forward with this project.  He said there is plenty of other dirt available for 
purchase as an alternative to digging a borrow pit near residents. 
 
Michelle Perrot – said she agrees with the comments made by Ted Hemilright and Eugene Smith.  She explained 
that she already has a borrow pit beside her East Lake property and across the street.  She added that if this pit goes 
in, she will then have one only two doors down from her.  She said people in the community have experienced 
health problems when other pits have gone in.  She said East Lake is a small, close-knit community that is stymied 
by this issue.  She said the land the borrow pit is going on is beautiful and buildable.  She added that she did not 
know why so many borrow pits are needed.  Ms. Perrot said the people are asking from the heart and would be 
grateful if the Board of Commissioners stopped this. 
 
ITEM 4 – PROCLAMATION – GIRL SCOUT WEEK 
Girl Scouts, representing Troop #2605 in Manteo and #2280 in Wanchese, appeared before the Board of 
Commissioners.  Scout Leader Christina Aguirre introduced Thalia AguirreGomez, Tatiana Torres, and Kelsey 
Wright who were the same ones who led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag at the opening of the meeting.  The 
County Manager read a Proclamation commemorating the 100th anniversary of Girl Scouting.  The Girl Scouts 
accepted the Proclamation and presented the Board of Commissioners with Girl Scout cookies.

Commissioner Shea motioned to issue a Proclamation establishing Girl Scout Week in Dare County.

ITEM 6 – DARE COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH – “KICK BUTTS DAY” 
PRESENTATION AND PROCLAMATION 
Members of the First Flight High School Peer Power Class gave a presentation on Kick Butts Day (KBD) scheduled 
for March 21, 2012.  The students were accompanied by Lisa Phillips and Samantha Simmons with the Dare County 
Department of Public Health.  Ms. Phillips highlighted a Surgeon General’s report that focused on tobacco use 
among youth.  Ms. Simmons presented the Peer Power students who described KBD as a day of activism.  The 
students cited the merits and results of programs targeted to reduce tobacco use among teens.  They read the KBD 
Resolution and were assisted in the effort by Renee Roberts, a cancer survivor.  Afterward ten (10) students 
participated in a spontaneous group dance and song to underscore their message. 
MOTION 
Commissioner Dutton motioned to adopt a Proclamation establishing March 21, 2012 as Kick Butts Day in Dare 
County. 
Commissioner Shea, Vice-Chairman Burrus, and Commissioner Tillett seconded the motion. 
VOTE: AYES unanimous 
 
ITEM 7 – PROCLAMATION – AMERICAN RED CROSS 
Carolyn J. Self, Executive Director of the Greater Albemarle Area Chapter of the American Red Cross, presented a 
Proclamation describing the work done by the American Red Cross in Dare County and around the world.  She 
explained that she is the only paid staff person for eight (8) counties and acknowledged a great team of volunteers 
who provide the wide variety of Red Cross services in the Greater Albemarle Area.  
MOTION 
Commissioner Tillett and Commissioner Shea motioned to issue a Proclamation establishing March 2012 as 
American Red Cross Month. 
Commissioner Dutton seconded the motion. 
VOTE: AYES unanimous 
 
ITEM 8 – COMMUNITY SERVICES COLLABORATIVE 
Patty McKenna and Chris Kelley appeared on behalf of the Community Services Collaborative.  They outlined the 
2-1-1 service that will be activated in Dare County on April 1, 2012.  The system will provide 24-hour-a-day 
information on available local human services and volunteer opportunities.  During times of need, citizens will be 



able to use 2-1-1 instead of calling 9-1-1.  Mr. Kelley said having a source of information in one place for critical 
and social service programs will help the community quickly and easily access help and information.  Ms. McKenna 
presented a PowerPoint presentation that identified the many local providers that are participating in the Community 
Services Collaborative.  She said the United Way of North Carolina received a grant from Blue Cross Blue Shield of 
North Carolina in 2011 to complete the database for all NC counties.  She added that the 2-1-1 system is not 
intended to take the place of relationships that already exist, such as those between the public and the Dare County 
Department of Social Services.  Ms. McKenna reported that the Outer Banks Relief Foundation and the Outer Banks 
Community Foundation are jointly funding a twenty-one month 2-1-1 pilot project in Dare County.  .

ITEM 9 – INTERFAITH COMMUNITY OUTREACH (ICO) – ANNUAL REPORT 
Jenniffer Albanese and Bill Pitt, representing the Interfaith Community Outreach (ICO), gave a report on the 
group’s outreach for 2011 and goals for 2012.  Ms. Albanese said the mission of ICO is to provide assistance to 
people who are facing a temporary emergency crisis.  She said the ICO provides referrals to a variety of private and 
public agencies with the community.  She also outlined the assistance provided to disaster victims.  Ms. Albanese 
reported that during 2011 there were 1,130 families served with financial outreach.  She compared the outreach, 
revenue, and costs between 2010 and 2011.  She also reviewed ICO’s goals and challenges for 2012.  Ms. Albanese 
encouraged people to refer neighbors who may be facing temporary emergencies to ICO.  She also asked citizens to 
continue providing financial support and volunteering to help ICO.  Mr. Pitt expressed appreciation for the support 
of the Board of Commissioners over the years.  Chairman Judge praised ICO for doing a tremendous job with the 
Hurricane Irene long-term recovery effort.  Vice-Chairman Burrus thanked ICO on behalf of the people of Hatteras 
Island.  Commissioner Tillett echoed her gratitude for ICO’s effort on Roanoke Island and the Dare County 
mainland.  Commissioner Dutton voiced his appreciation for ICO.  Commissioner Shea said Dare County would be 
poorer without ICO and the work done by ICO volunteers.  
 
ITEM 10 – PRESENTATION – DARE COUNTY CENTER ADVISORY BOARD 
A report on the activities and events at the Dare County Center was presented by Advisory Board Members 
Malcolm Fearing and Lynda Hester.  Ms. Hester reviewed the mission of the Dare County Center and explained that 
its components spell the word service.  Mr. Fearing outlined the generous donations that have been made to the 
Center and noted that the Advisory Board is listening to the community and trying to meet their needs.  He 
expressed appreciation to the Dare County Board of Commissioners for their kindness and support.  He also thanked 
Commissioner Virginia Tillett for being the Center’s liaison with the Board of Commissioners, the County Manager, 
and Sandy Scarborough and her staff.  Commissioner Tillett thanked the Dare County Center Advisory Board for 
working together and expressed gratitude to Mr. Fearing for serving as its Chair. 
 
ITEM 11 – REDESIGNED DARE COUNTY WEBSITE 
A presentation on the redesign of the County website was made by Information Technology Director, Cheryl 
Johnson and Public Information Officer, Dorothy Killingsworth.  The County Manager explained that this project 
was a huge undertaking and we are proud of the result.  Ms. Killingsworth reviewed the history of the site and the 
number of unique viewers who visit it online.  She said the functionality of the website was improved and given a 
more uniform and consistent appearance.  Ms. Johnson gave a tour of the site and outlined new navigational 
features.  It was explained that although the website address www.darenc.com remains the same, some bookmarked 
links, created as shortcuts by frequent viewers, may be different and need changing.  Ms. Killingsworth said the 
redesigned website was a team effort that encompassed every County department.  She thanked Sherry Hunter and 
Pam Midgett in the Information Technology Department and members of the Public Information Group, which 
consists of representatives of all County Government Departments. 
 
ITEM 12 – PHILLIP PETERSON – REQUEST FOR LATE APPLICATION FOR DISABLED VETERAN’S 
PROPERTY TAX EXCLUSION   (Att. #1) 
County Assessor, Greta Skeen, explained that Phillip Peterson has requested acceptance of a late application for a 
Disabled Veteran’s Tax Exclusion on his primary residence in Kitty Hawk for tax year 2011.  She said if the Board 
accepts the late application for good cause shown, then a decision must be made to approve or deny the exclusion 
application.  Ms. Skeen explained that the program excludes up to $45,000 of the assessed value of the Veteran’s 
permanent residence.

ITEM 13 – TERRY BURNS CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR RESIDENT BUSINESS 
Planning Director, Donna Creef, explained that a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) has been submitted by Mr. Terry 
Burns to operate a resident business at his home in Buxton.  The CUP is for kite boarding lessons he would like to 
offer from his home, which is on the Pamlico Sound.  She said the applicant indicates that the resident business site 
will only be used for two (2) daily lessons.  In response to a question from Commissioner Richard Johnson, Ms. 
Creef explained that the applicant wants to limit traffic on the road and understands that parking will not be 
permitted on his neighbor’s property. 
MOTION 
Commissioner Shea motioned that the Conditional Use Permit and site plan be approved as outlined. 
Commissioner Dutton seconded the motion.  
VOTE: AYES unanimous 
 
ITEM 14 – BUXTON ZONING MAP AMENDMENT – COTTAGES AT THE CAPE LLC 
Donna Creef, Planning Director, reported that Cottages at the Cape LLC is seeking rezoning for the former Coast 
Guard housing site in Buxton.  The site was zoned Natural Historic (NH) in 2007 and has 23 residential buildings 
for a total of 44 dwelling units consisting of 22 duplexes and 1 single-family unit.  Ms. Creef explained that the 
applicant seeks a rezoning classification to a new district, Buxton Natural Historic (BNH), which reflects the 
existing uses of duplex structures.  She said the current zoning of NH does not permit duplex structures.  Ms. Creef 
outlined that rezoning would require a public hearing and asked that one be scheduled and noted that the Planning 
Board recommends approval.  Commissioner Richard Johnson asked how the applicant intends to use the property 
and if this is an attempt to create affordable housing.  Ms. Creef said the property will be utilized as rentals and the 
applicant is not seeking any rent controls, but they are aware of the need.  Commissioner Richard Johnson noted that 
he would like to see them do something along that line.  Commissioner Shea inquired about specifics of the septic 
system and was told they are working with a local engineer and will have to meet all of the state and local 
requirements.  Vice-Chairman Burrus said he did not want to prevent the use of this property, but wanted to make 
sure we do not have this new zone all over Dare County and expressed the need to be cautious with the septic 
system.  Chairman Judge said we want to make sure that the storm water management system is effective.  Vice-
Chairman Burrus recommended that the issue be put out for Public Hearing.

 Vice-Chairman Burrus thanked the NCDOT Ferry Division for keeping things moving while struggling 

with dredging issues, which he identified as a major problem. 
 He reported that the decision of the merger team should be known soon. 
 He said there will be one-lane closures at the bridge that will continue through the month of May, except 

for the Easter weekend.  He added that 2013 should see a lot of construction work on the bridge. 
 Community Services Collaborative was thanked for scheduling a meeting on Hatteras Island for March 23. 
 Vice-Chairman Burrus thanked the Fire Departments for their training efforts and proactive role. 

 
Commissioner Jack Shea 

 Congratulated all the employees who received service pins and Eric Cleaver as Employee of the Month. 
 Commissioner Shea also thanked all those who volunteer with various organizations. 

 
Commissioner Richard Johnson 

 He raised the issue of a moratorium on the construction of borrow pits associated with mining activities in 
East Lake until zoning is in place.  The County Manager reviewed the moratorium notice requirements that 
are outlined in the North Carolina General Statutes.  There was considerable discussion of how long it 
might take to complete the zoning process.  Mr. Outten suggested that the formula be used for establishing 
a moratorium greater than 60 days and that a Public Hearing be advertised on the issue.

Commissioner Richard Johnson motioned to advertise and conduct a Public Hearing to receive comments 
on the enactment of a moratorium on the construction of borrow pits in the East Lake tax district.  A Public 
Hearing is scheduled for 10:00 a.m.

 Commissioner Richard Johnson wanted to make it clear that Robin Mann had asked to be removed from 
the Waterways Commission and that she was not kicked off the panel during a recent Board Appointment 
action.  He apologized if anyone got the impression that she was being thrown off the Commission. 

 On a personal note, Commissioner Richard Johnson thanked the people of Dare County for their 
outpouring of prayers and concern related to his cancer diagnosis.  Chairman Judge expressed his best 
wishes to Commissioner Johnson on behalf of the entire community.     

 
Commissioner Max Dutton 

 He acknowledged all the service pin recipients and thanked them for what they do for the County. 
 Commissioner Dutton thanked Lisa Phillips and students for the Kick Butt presentation.  He said he would 

like to revisit the issue of a smoking ordinance in April.  He added that this is especially important for 
Parks and Recreation where our children are and to designate areas for smoking.  

 Gratitude was expressed for the efforts of community volunteers. 
 
Commissioner Virginia Tillett 

 She asked about follow-up on the recent presentation by Marsha Brown about veterans.  It was explained 
that the County is in the process of accepting applications for the Veterans Advisory Council. 

 Commissioner Tillett announced that the North Carolina Association of County Commissioners (NCACC) 
has launched an initiative of outreach to veterans and presented information to be forwarded to the 
Veterans Advisory Council when they are formed. 

 She said local news channels should be added to the lineup offered by satellite providers such as DirecTv 
and the Dish Network.  She noted that many people use these services and need local news rather than 
updates out of Virginia.  The County Manager said he and the Public Information Officer would follow-up 
and report back. 

 
Chairman Warren Judge  

 Reported that Cape Hatteras has been ranked 5th by the Family Vacation Critic as one of the 10 Best 
Beaches for Families. 

 He expressed concern about the latest Park Service sign at Cape Point directing people to walk in the water 
and not leave any footprints on the sand.  He said Senator Burr, Senator Hagan, and Congressman Jones 
have been asked to intervene.  He added that Congressman Jones has introduced H.R. 4094 to provide 
better access to the Cape Hatteras National Seashore Recreational Area.  

 Chairman Judge reviewed recent weekend activities in Dare County.  He said it was perfect weather for 
Taste of the Beach, the Car Show, and the Kelly’s Saint Patrick’s Day Parade.  He added that Outer Banks 
Catch participated in the Chowder Cook-Off.  He said he has communicated the need for a festival each 
weekend to Lee Nettles at the Outer Banks Visitors Bureau.
